I
only stopped carrying it when I went to Air Force Basic Training. It currently resides in my jewelry box.

Here’s how I obtained that marble. In pursuit of my undergraduate degree, I chose a Catholic college run by the Sisters
of Mercy. Campus Ministry was very active there. They allowed this Protestant student to participate in many ways. I sang
at Mass every Saturday as part of the Folk Group. I was a member of the Clown Ministry. I attended the Oz gatherings
every Wednesday evening,.

One Ash Wednesday, they decided to move Ash Wednesday Mass to the Cafeteria so more people could attend. They
also decided that they were going to have a student band play popular music during the Mass. I went to this Mass not to get
ashes on my forehead, but to say that I'd experienced it and 1) Mass shouldn’t be held in a cafeteria, and 2) popular music
had no place in worship.

God messed with me big time that evening. I no longer remember the actual purpose of the blue marble. It probably had
something to do with Lent since Ash Wednesday begins the Lenten season. However, I carried the blue marble in my
pocket for several years to remind myself to be more open to all the ways God can act in our world. I became a firm
believer that worship can be held anywhere and that secular rock music can be effective in religious settings.

So, if you decide to carry mini-Jesus with you, may it remind you of whatever you currently need to be reminded of in
order to walk more closely with Jesus as his disciple. You can also carry mini-Jesus to the places you go and send pictures of
him in those places back to St. Paul’s UCC. Take a picture of mini-Jesus at a concert, sporting event, party, or while you’re
on vacation.

Justin reviewed the results of the surveys. The highlights of the surveys showed mostly positive responses. Mem-
bers stated the aspects enjoyed most were coffee hours, dinners and community engagements.

There are 7 fire extinguishers in the build-
ing: 2 in front of sanctuary, 2 in fellowship room, 1 in kitchen, 1 in Sunday school wing and 1 in hallway outside
study. All are due for annual check in August. Another extinguisher will be purchased for the balcony. There are 2
first aid kits- in office and in deacon’s closet. AED machine is functioning with updated child and adult pads. Jeff
will arrange for another CPR and first aid course to be offered to members and the community.

David updated information on the driveway- has been milled and will be completed this upcoming week, along
with repairs to main parking lot. Signs will be posted regarding no thru traffic.

Meeting was adjourned at 11:20 with Pastor Laurie leading in Lord’s Prayer.

September is both Ovarian Cancer Awareness and Prostate Cancer Awareness ug S
Months.

American Cancer Society states 19680 new cases of ovarian cancer are diagnosed yearly, 12740 die yearly.

About half the women diagnosed yearly are over age 63; more common in white women. Risks include age,
obesity, never having children, use of hormone therapy after menopause and family history. The most common
symptoms are bloating, feeling full quickly, abdominal pain and frequent urination. Symptoms are usually
persistent and more intense feeling. Imaging studies are used in diagnosis. Treatment can be radiation, chemo-
therapy, and/or surgery.

Approximately 299,000 (1 in 8) men are diagnosed yearly with prostate cancer; 35,000 (1 in 44) men die yearly.
Risk factors are age (over 65), African-American or Caribbean descent and family history. Symptoms include
slow or weak urinary stream, blood in urine and frequent urination. Simple blood tests, imaging and biopsy will
determine treatment which may consist of radiation, chemotherapy, and/ or surgery.

Suicide Prevention Month calls attention to lives lost from suicide, effects on families and ways to address
prevention. Suicide is increasing in our country. Some of the signs are new distancing from people, talking about
suicide, including plans, increase in use of drugs and alcohol, and changes in behavior. There are resources to
help those struggling. Call or text 988 or online 988lifeline.org.

Falls prevention occurs in September. Take time to evaluate your home and those of your family for
hazards. Install grab bars in bathrooms and showers, handrails on stairs, remove throw rugs (tripping hazard),
encourage use of assistive devices like canes or walkers. Make sure shoes properly fit and that soles are not
worn. Keeping active helps with maintaining strength so try to do exercises daily.

Above all, eat healthy, decrease alcohol use, get good rest, stay active and wash your hands. Stay safe- you are
